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Sun Safety and Policy for looking after children during heatwaves.
Policy statement

Our sun safety policy is to protect children and staff from skin damage by the effects of ultraviolet radiation from the sun. The main elements of this policy are: 

( Protection: providing an environment that enables pupils and staff to stay safe in the sun.

( Education: learning about sun safety to increase knowledge and influence behaviour.

( Partnership: working with parents/carers, Directors, committee, staff and the wider community to reinforce awareness about sun safety and promote a healthy preschool. 

Protection 

· When the sun is strong, and it is hot we will encourage children to play in shade.

· Outside play, Forest School and Sport 4 Tots sessions will be before 11am during summer months.

· Hats must be worn outside at all times by children and staff; parents must provide a named hat to be kept at the preschool. These will be kept in children’s drawers.  The preschool will have a certain number of spare hats in case one is missing.

· Parents must apply sun cream before their child attends preschool. The preschool provides sun cream:  Childs Farm, Kids and Baby Sun Cream Spray SPF 50+ Water Resistant UVA and UVB, Very High Protection, Suitable for Dry, Sensitive and Eczema-Prone Skin and this will be placed outside the main door, along with wet wipes and hand sanitiser. Staff will ask if children have had sun cream applied and if not, parents will be required to apply it before leaving
· For those children who have allergies, parents will be asked to supply children with their own named sun cream of factor 30 or over. When reapplying after lunch, staff will wear protective gloves to ensure no cross contamination. Staff will all wash their hands between applying sun cream. 

· Parents will sign giving permission for sun cream to be applied on the child’s registration form prior to starting Kea Preschool. Parents are responsible for informing staff of any changes. 
· Staff will reapply sun cream after lunchtime or at regular intervals, as it can be sweated off, it will be applied to face, and lower arms, lower legs and necks as other areas will be covered with clothing.
Clothing
· The children will be encouraged to wear clothes that provide good sun protection (sun hats etc)
· Parents/carers will be duly informed of the importance to provide the nursery with the appropriate  clothing/headwear
· Staff should wear hats when appropriate to act as a good role model and to also demonstrate drinking plenty of water
· Children are encouraged to increase their water intake in hot weather and are encouraged to do so in outdoor areas also.
· Water will always be available to children throughout the day from water dispensers which children will be able to access independently. (both indoors and outdoor) 
Collaboration 

· We cannot fully protect children without parent’s support

· Parents agree to supplying sun cream, sun hats and be committed to applying sun cream applied before preschool 

Education 

· All pupils will be educated about sun safety 

· We will talk about sun safety in preschool and during appropriate times so that sun protection becomes a part of normal everyday life like brushing teeth

· Parents and Carers will receive letters explaining what the preschool does about sun protection and how they can support the preschool to keep their child safe 

· Staff will be trained during staff meetings about sun safety 
· Daily records of UV is recorded on UV sheets throughout the day and are displayed for staff in rooms.

Health risks from heat

Children cannot control their body temperature as efficiently as adults during hot weather because they do not sweat as much and so can be at risk of ill-health from heat. Heat- related illness can range from mild heat stress to potentially life-threatening heatstroke. The main risk from heat is dehydration (not having enough water in the body). If sensible precautions are taken children are unlikely to be adversely affected by hot conditions, however, teachers, assistants, school nurses and all child carers should look out for signs of heat stress, heat exhaustion and heatstroke.
Protecting children outdoors
During periods of high temperature, the following steps will be taken to protect the children:

· children will not take part in vigorous physical activity on very hot days, such as when temperatures are in excess of 30°C and staff will risk assessment and decide upon outdoor play. 

· Children will not play outside between the recommended hours of 11am – 3pm in extreme heat. 

· For temperatures below 30 degrees staff will risk assess and if safe to do so, children will play outdoors and stay in the shade, closing off parts of the outdoor area. 

· We will provide children with plenty of water (such as water from a cold tap) and encourage them to drink more than usual when conditions are hot.
Protecting children indoors

During periods of high temperature, the following steps will be taken:

· Staff will open windows as early as possible in the morning before children arrive, and fans will be situated around the preschool if temperatures are below 35°C – at temperatures above 35°C fans will not be used as they may not prevent heat-related illness and may worsen dehydration.

· Staff will close windows when the outdoor air becomes warmer than the air indoors – this will help to keep the heat out while allowing adequate ventilation in the preschool. 
· We will close indoor blinds, ensuring we do not block window ventilation.
· We will keep the use of electric lighting to a minimum

· switch off all electrical equipment, including computers, monitors and printers when not in use – equipment should not be left in ‘standby mode’ as this generates heat

· If the annex becomes too hot, the 2-year-olds will move into the preschool room. 
· In extreme heatwaves, the directors and trustees may need to consider rearranging the preschool start, finish times to avoid teaching during very hot conditions.
· We will always encourage children to eat normally and drink plenty of cool water.
This policy will be reviewed yearly.
